On May 25th, Alex Tardy—NOAA National Weather Service (NWS) San 

Diego forecasting office (pictured right above) and Julie Thomas—

SCCOOS Executive Director (pictured below right), presented at the San 

Diego Harbor Safety Committee.  

Alex gave a recap of El Niño observations and explained the details of 

how the warm ocean temperatures were quite typical of our strong El 

Niño, but our atmospheric conditions were atypical (hence the lack of 

storms in the Southern California). In addition, Julie highlighted that the 

El Niño season did produce some large swell events, which resulted from 

storms that began thousands of miles away.
